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Report on the 12" Assiut University International Conference of
Pharmaceutical Sciences, held on 4 -5 November 2020

Under the patronage of Mr. Major General / Essam Saad Ibrahim - Governor of Assiut, and Prof.
Dr. Tarek EI-Gammal - President of the University, and Prof. Dr. Ahmed EI-Minshawy - Vice
President of the University for Postgraduate Studies and Research Affairs, the Faculty of
Pharmacy, Assiut University, organized its twelfth international conference. The conference was
held on 4™-5" November 2020 in the presence of Prof. Dr. Mahmoud Sheha — Faculty Dean and
President of the Conference, Prof. Dr. Gihan Fetih - Vice Dean for Postgraduate Studies and
Research, and Conference Secretary, and Sessions chairpersons. Conference was held on line via
the Zoom platform, due to the circumstances of the Corona pandemic.

o The conference was held this year under the title "Pharmaceutical Sciences between
Research and Application™ and dealt with several aspects that covers various fields of
pharmaceutical research, the most important of which are nanotechnology applications,
gene therapy research applications, biotechnology, recent trends in drug synthesis and
discovery, chemical and medicinal analysis, as well as clinical pharmacy and advanced
pharmaceutical care.

o The conference included eight sessions throughout the two days:

Four Plenary lecture sessions, that included 16 lectures in the latest fields of

pharmaceutical sciences.

An oral research presentation session, which included 10 presentations of novel

research findings.

Two poster sessions, presenting outstanding research data as “posters” with audio

commentary that included thirty posters.

The last session was dedicated to students' presentations of their research projects
which were supervised by the Faculty’s “Student Research Unit” and “Medicinal
Plants Research Center” and included seven presentations involving more than 25

undergraduate students.
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e The conference was highly attended, as the login link registered 200-240 attendees of
the first day’s sessions, and 350—400 attendees of the second day’s sessions.

e Participants and attendees feedback was positive, as they all praised the organization,
the scientific quality of the conference, easy log in method, broadcast system
accuracy, picture and sound clarity, and the live interaction in sessions discussions.
They also praised the adequate coverage and circulations of all information and
announcements of the conference.

The conference came out with the following recommendations:

- The importance of the participation of national and local pharmaceutical manufacturers
in research and industry innovation initiatives involving Raw materials and medicine
manufacture and cooperation to conduct and support applied scientific research that

serves the pharmaceutical industry in Egypt.

Seeking cooperation between different Faculties of Pharmacy and various research

institutes to form distinguished research teams.

Conducting more research in the field of genetics and its applications, and

implementing the use of tissue culture to increase production of active ingredients.

Conducting more innovative research to manufacture raw materials and starting
materials used in the pharmaceutical industry in economic ways to support the local

economy, which is a main focus of Egypt Vision 2030.

Addressing the concerned authorities to control legislation dealing with the circulation

of information concerning medicinal herbs in the media.

Establishing centers to monitor the effectiveness and safety of medicinal plants

products in the Egyptian market, including raw plants, volatile oils and extracts.

Issuing a modern Egyptian herbal pharmacopia, as is found in other countries.

Conducting clinical research through cooperation between research teams in faculties
of pharmacy, University hospitals, and Ministry of Health hospitals, involving

students participation.
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Seeking multiple strategic partnerships between faculties of pharmacy and workplaces
to enable continuous pharmacy education through cooperation with the Pharmacists

Syndicate.

Upgrading the scientific and professional skills of hospital pharmacists, especially in

the fields of clinical pharmacy,clinical nutrition, and pharmacoeconomics.

With the increasing demand for medication and the due to the COVID-19 pandemic,
the need has become clear to increase efficiency and accuracy in drug administration
and the necessity to use the automatic medicine dispensing system that is a fast and

safe solution to administer medication and reduce the risk of infection.

Increase support for the Student Research Unit with all facilities, materials and

equipment needed for research.
